Pride, Humility & Repentence

Luke 22:24-62

Key Verse: 22:26

1. Read verse 24-30. What were the disciples discussing? What is the concept of greatness held by people of the world? What does Jesus teach about greatness? What is the greatness that Jesus sees in his disciples? How is greatness in heaven different from greatness on earth? 

2. Read verses 31-34. How did Jesus view Simon Peter’s weakness? Why did he need Jesus’ help? How did Jesus help him? What confidence did Jesus have about Simon Peter? What mission did Jesus give him?  How did Peter’s view of himself differ from Jesus’ understanding of Peter? 

3. Read verses 35-38. What new instructions did Jesus give his disciples? Why? What did Jesus mean by, “What is written about me is reaching its fulfillment”? 

4. Read verses 39-44. Where did Jesus go? What do the words ”as usual” suggest? (21:37-38) Who followed him? What did he instruct his disciples to do?  What was Jesus’ prayer topic? What was God's will? (Lk 9:22) Why and how did he struggle? What does this show about him? 

5. Read verses 45-46. What were the disciples doing? What does “exhausted from sorrow” mean? Why did Jesus want them to pray? (40,46) What does this reveal about the disciples? 

6. Read verses 47-53. Who led the arresters? How did Jesus warn Judas? What is the irony of the kiss? How did the other disciples react? What did Jesus teach his disciples by word and action? How did he expose the cowardice of those who came to arrest him? 

7. Read verses 54-62. Describe Peter’s progression toward denial (40,46,50, 54, 55). Describe his three denials. When and what did Peter remember? What did Jesus’ straight look at Peter mean? (61; 31-34; Mt 16:18)
